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Abstract: This article examines the low effectiveness of private-law mechanisms
for collecting alimony payments, using Japan as an example, and its correlation
with the high level of child poverty in single-parent families. It also analyzes the
transformation of the state's role: from a position of non-interference in private
family matters to the introduction of the institution of "legal alimony" and civil
law reform. Based on official statistics from the Japanese Ministry of Health,
Labor, and Welfare and data from the Organization for Economic Cooperation
and Development, it is demonstrated that the absence of mandatory state
enforcement in alimony obligations is a direct factor in the decline in the
standard of living of minors.
